SYNOPSIS 
 
THE CUSTOM MARY is about a cultural and spiritual journey of Mary, a young modest Latina, 
in East LA, set amidst the world of Lowriders, storefront preachers, and a dangerous religious 
attempt to clone Jesus.  
 
Searching for identity and religious meaning in the world, Mary becomes involved in an East 
Los Angeles storefront church, where a young, charismatic minister enthralls her.  At the same 
time, she meets Joe, a passionate and self -empowered African -American lowrider.  
 
Mary struggles with her identity, torn between her budding feelings for Joe, and her 
conflicted pull of faith in a dangerous r eligious group who believes they can clone Jesus, with 
MaryÕs help.  Mary becomes pregnant, and as the day of birth approaches, both Joe and 
her storefront religious community fight for her attention.  Battling real and imagined truths, 
Mary begins a secre t journey to the desert of California, seeking answers in a surprising and 
surreal way . 
 
THE CUSTOM MARY is a fascinating combination of a classic, urban indie film love story and 
an exploration of faith and religious fanaticism, set amidst the gritty urba n world of Lowrider 
culture of East Los Angeles.

FILMMAKER STATEMENT 
 
Matt Dunnerstick  
Writer / Director  
 
Although some of my earliest memories are from the Catholic Church, I donÕt consider myself 
a religious person.  I'm more attracted to the internal, subtle feelings that we all carry inside 
us.  A soul if you will.  Or energy.  Or cells.  I am fascinated too by the articulation of such 
inner workings, whether it be by scientists, religions or politicians.  
 
A linguist at heart, I spend a lot of time thinking about the many ways that people interpret 
literal text.  People's differing conclusions as to whether a story is a literal record or a 
metaphoric al legory is the source of much hate and war.  The confusion is especially difficult 
when sifting through a book like the Bible: That epic jumble of poetry, cultural record, law, 
and philosophy.  
 
I am attracted to the qualities of a movie that hypnotize you a nd suck you into its own 
experiential language of sound and vision.  I suppose my interest in science and "sameness 
versus uniqueness" first created the seed of the idea for this film.  Once I thought of it, I 
became obsessed with clones, and knew this wou ld be the perfect means to explore big 
questions of purpose and identity in a compelling way.  Would a cloned Jesus literally be 
coming again, or was it different?  If the clone looked exactly the same, would he behave 
exactly the same? How will the scient ific premise of the story battle the religious characters?  
 
I wanted to write it from Mary's perspective because historically the nativity has been 
presented from the patriarchal side.  Mary, mother of all mothers, is defined less for herself 
than for her  devotion to her child. So would a modern day Mary accept the role of vessel? 
 How could she herself have a voice with everyone so focused on her baby's voice? Would 
she claim an identity?  
 
I set the story in Los Angeles for a much simpler level: this has been my home for the past ten 
years.  And I wanted to represent sides of my home that I don't see as much on the screen: its 
car culture, its underground scenes, its river, its industrial spaces, its startup storefronts, its 
many ethnicities outside of Hol lywood.  
 
I was also interested in exploring the unique and creative Lowrider culture of Southern 
California, which  began in East Los Angeles on Whittier Boulevard.  They shine with chrome 
and are altered out to hop, shake, and drive around on three wheels.   It is uncool to buy a 
lowrider.  You must customize it with your own creativity.  A lowrider mechanic takes a plain 
old identical "cloned" car and converts it into poetic expression.  Lowriders quickly spread 
from their Latino origins to black, Asian, an d white subgroups.  It became universal.  In fact 
the principal club we worked with, The Dedicated Riderz, is a club run by a black woman 
whose members are Latino, black, and white.  
 
The ethnicities of the characters w ere  a specific choice to help bring ou t Los Angeles.  I 
wanted the lead to be Latina to represent Los Angeles's strong Latino community, and 
especially the Latino flavor of Christianity.  Joe helps carry the African -American side, and his 
love for Lowriders helps bridge the gap between culture s and connects with a part of Mary's 
roots on a more subtle level.   
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All in all, these factors and more help set some archetypal forces at play: The high clouds of 
Heaven versus the low highways of Earth.  The water that rains and evaporates between the 
two sweeps us along as well in an endless battle of impersonal and personal realities.  In this 
curious and humble weather, I hope you'll find The Custom Mary worth seeing.

!Since 2007, he has been shooting and editing a documentary about South American 
subcultures who have chosen to live outside of society as self -sustaining communities.   He is 
currently finish ing two new scripts about prisons and utopias.
